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1. Write a description of a river to which you like or hate to go. Give

your essay a short, direct title. Begin your essay by a paragraph
describing a typical day when you first visited the river or how you
are connected to the place. Then focus your second paragraph on
features of the environment of the river. Use supporting sensory
details to express a dominant impression of the river. Finally, explain
why you like or hate it and indicate how the river affects your life or
the life of the residents of the river basin. If you have not had any
experience of a river in your real life, use your imagination to create
one. 70%

2. Write a brief essay cither analyzing the ecological implication of the

following poem in terms of noninterference, the law of the jungle,
and the beauty of wildlife or explaining the theme of the poem from
the point of view of the poet whom the scene has fascinated. 30%
