with a strong military but a weak economy. The world’s other major
economies are also struggling as unemployment rises, markets
swoon, investment falters and confidence drops.
Many Americans and Europeans believe that a successful war will re-
vive growth by clearing away geopolitical uncertainties. A quick war that

topples Saddam Hussein and his cronies;
roots out all weapons of mass destruction;
causcs very few American, allied or civil-
